No student will be allowed to leave the premises early without a written note that is to be
given to the Leader before the start of the meeting.

The use of drugs, tobacco, alcohol, fireworks, matches, cigarette lighters, or items that
would endanger people or property are strictly prohibited.

Clothing should be appropriate. This prohibits short shorts, tank tops, severely baggy
pants, and any clothing with reference to tobacco or alcohol products.

Every student is expected to arrive prepared for the evening’s activities.

Students are expected to respect the rights and property of others. Neither vandalism nor
stealing will be tolerated. Financial obligations that result from such behavior will be the
sole responsibility of the student and his/her family.

Language and behavior should exemplify Christian values. Any student found to be rude
or discourteous to another teen and or adult, will be asked to leave the program.
